Children will interact with and care for small animals such as rabbits, guinea pigs, birds, chickens, dogs, and
cats. They will gain hands-on experience cleaning cages, feeding animals, and grooming them while observing

their growth and well-being. Additionally, children will take photos and write updates to create a quarterly
newsletter for supporters, helping them take responsibility and share the animals’ progress.
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From crafting with natural materials to woodworking projects, this course is full of creative and exciting

activities! We will also celebrate special events such as Halloween and Christmas, making every season a
chance to learn, create, and enjoy nature together.
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Many activities in this course will require collaboration and planning. Whether it’s helping build play areas or
working together on group projects, children will develop social skills, teamwork, and a spirit of cooperation
while having fun.
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One of the key aspects of this course is growing vegetables and fruits while learning about sustainable living.
Children will experience the full cycle of food production, from planting seeds to harvesting and cooking their

own meals. We will also include occasional hiking and outdoor activities, helping children stay active while
appreciating and taking responsibility for the environment.
